Permissions and Copyright Guidelines for Authors

Copyright

1. Permission must be obtained if you want to quote at length from another author’s work or use an illustration previously published. A standard permission request letter is available from us and should be used when approaching the copyright holder.

2. Permission to use all copyright material must be cleared in advance of sending us the final manuscript, and written evidence that such permission has been granted and any fee requested has been paid must be supplied.

3. Items requiring permission are:

· Text (prose) extracts of more than 400 words, or a total of 800 words from the same volume if there are several shorter extracts.

· An article in a journal that comprises more than a third of the original

· More than one line of poetry

· More than one line of a song lyric, hymn, or dramatic work, including film scripts

4. Pictures or any other artwork, including line drawings, if taken from another source.

5. If you are unsure whether permission will need to be obtained, please contact your sponsoring editor.
